IN MEMORANDUM:
On September 1st, we lost the wrestler known as Karloff Lagarde.  Carlos de Lucio Lagarde was born on July 27, 1928 and made his pro-wrestling debut in June of 1955.  He was 79 at the time of his passing.  We have no profile for Mr. Lagarde, however, if someone out there can supply us with a photo and additional information, we would love to create one in the immediate future.
On September 6th, we lost the wrestler Billy Darnell.  Darnell was born on February 25, 1926 and came from the state of New Jersey.  He wrestled as “Billy Rogers,” the tag team brother of the legendary Buddy Rogers.  Billy and Buddy would wrestle with and opposite each other for many years, and Buddy credits Darnell as his favorite opponent.  He was 81.

Finally on September 10th, I personally informed the wrestling community of the passing of Enrique Torres after a long battle with illness.  Enrique won many championships with his brothers, Ramon (who died in 2000) and Alberto (who died in the ring during a match at the Phoenix Madison Square Garden in the late 50s).  Enrique was a major star in California but settled in the Canadian city of Calgary upon retirement from the sport.  He was 85 at the time of his passing.
